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Regulatory pyramid of support and compliance

Graduated and
proportionate sanctions
— enforceable undertakings,
directions, injunctions, suspension or
removal of responsible persons,
penalty notices

Proactive compliance —
investigations, use of information gathering and
~ monitoring powers, warnings,
overdue statements on Register

Assisted compliance —
letters and phone calls to discuss compliance concerns,
regulatory advice, agreed actions to ensure compliance,
overdue reporting letters

Education and support — guidance materials, advice services, education, capacity
building, supporting sector initiatives such as forums and excellence awards,
reporting reminder letters
